Classroom Routine:

1. Sharpen pencils.

2. Completely fill out agenda/planners with homework assignment (highlight homework)

3. Place homework on top of desk.

4. Complete Warm Up 

Description:  5th Grade Social Studies encompasses the 8 strands of social studies:  American history, government, economics, geography, culture, citizenship, science and technology in society, and social studies skills.  

Requirements:  All students will be required to maintain a planner for recording objectives, assignments and homework.  All students will also be required to have a composition notebook that will remain in their binders and brought to class every day.  The notebook will be used as an interactive journal to organize and record class information as well as to make a social studies resource journal for the student.  Each student will be required to complete daily bell work (warm-ups) that will be checked intermittently throughout the 6 weeks for a daily assignment grade.  There will be at home reports, projects and reading assignments.  
 Skyward is our online gradebook.  Parents may check student’s grades from home.  To check on your student’s grades, go to http://www.mansfieldisd.org/.  Click on Skyward and follow the directions.  Student grades and assignments are updated each week.  

Attendance: A class tardy will result in a signing, and 3 signings will result in a detention.  
Passing/Gum Procedures:  You have 5 minutes to get from one class to the next.  There is absolutely NO GUM allowed at Asa Low Intermediate School.        
Hall Passes:  Students will be given ONE hall pass per 6wks.  Students will have 6 opportunities to leave the classroom with the permission from their teacher using the hall pass.  Students are NOT allowed to leave the classroom before or after 10mins of class.  

Grades:  Students graded work will be returned as it is graded.  Daily grades count at 70% of the final grade, and tests (will be counted twice) make up 30% of the final grade.  

Absences/Make-Up Work:

Students shall be permitted to make up assignments or tests after absences.  Students will have the same number of days they are absent to make up work.   It is the students’ responsibility to collect their missing assignments.  
1. Bring a note from home and give it to the front office.

2. Check the assignments on the class calendar/agenda (“assignment center”).  

3. Check and confirm with Mrs. Jackson.

Late Work:  To ensure the student’s academic success, all work should be turned in on time.  Any late work will receive a grade no higher than an 85.  Assignments turned in 1 day late will received a 15pt deduction; 2 days late will receive a 30pt deduction.  Three days or more late will receive a grade no higher than a 50.  
All assignments presented with tears, sloppiness, or incompletion will not be accepted and will be returned to students to do over as expected.  A Homework Hall note will be stapled to the assignment and turned in the following day with a parent’s signature.  Late assignments without parent signatures will not be accepted.  
Academic Dishonesty:  A student found cheating or aiding in cheating will receive an office referral along with a zero for that particular assignment.  

Grades:    Students graded work will be returned as it is graded.  Daily grades count at 70% of the final grade, and tests (will be counted twice) make up 30% of the final grade.
